Jamestown Roofing contract at a total cost of $99,600.00. The motion was seconded by
John Penhollow and carried unanimously.

Matt stated the power
generators and transfer switches will need to be replaced as they are forty years old and
parts are unavailable for fixing. These can be replaced all at once or spread out over a few
years.

Chairman Burdick will reach out to his contact to see
if any help can be given on specs for the project. These will have to be included in the
2026 budget. Preparations for the budget begin in June of each year.
