Report (PER) dated November 2024. The improvements included within this MPR summarize PER

be operated, maintained, and managed by the South and Center Chautauqua Lake Sewer District
(SCCLSD).

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2. Service Area and Equivalent Dwelling Units
2.1. Service Area

The project area is located along the northeastern shoreline area of Chautauqua Lake and

2.2. Equivalent Dwelling Units
An equivalent dwelling unit (EDU) is the unit to which a community charges a customer for

Historically, the County has considered $1,000 per EDU per year to be an aũordable
sewer rate. To achieve this goal the County would need to secure approximately $23 million in
grant funding.
